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Champ Meet Series
Information

Many of you may be wondering why we make such
a big deal about earning reserve and champ times.
The reason is that after our last regular season
meet, our summer league participates in one big
mega meet called the “Champ Meet Series”.

The novice, reserve and championship [*Champ]
meet sessions are considered one meet “series”
with three sessions, with separate eligibility
requirements for each. If a swimmer makes a
champ time in a stroke, he/she swims it at the
Champ meet, if he/she makes a reserve time in a
stroke, he/she swims it at the Reserve meet, and if
he/she doesn't make either of those times cuts,
he/she can swim the stroke at the Novice meet.
Please note that for swimmers ages 13 and up,
there are no reserve times, only champ times. For
those swimmers, if they don’t earn a champ time in
a stroke, they may swim it in the reserve meet.

To participate in the Championship Meet Series, a
swimmer must have swum in at least two regular-
season meets and confirm attendance by signing
up in the Champ Meet series notebook by the
end of practices on Tuesday, June 24 . You can
also sign up by e-mailing our clerk Karan at
kgarske @earthlink.net.

For this special meet series, the individual
event fees are $2 per event. The fees will need
to be paid to the board member on deck by
10:30 am on Wednesday, June 25. We will have
a log sheet to record and accept your payments
starting at the Nassau Bay meet. If for some
reason you can't pay your fees before the
Wednesday deadline, please contact Cindy
Walker at walkercs@earthlink.net  or 480-5661.
The piranhas will pay the event fees for the relays
($8 per relay) and for any swimmer who converts a
time from novice to reserve or reserve to champ
and reswims that event at the meet. Please let us
know if paying the individual event fees are a
burden you cannot handle, and we will work
with you.

Fines are assessed for no-shows and scratches. All
post-season meet entries must be confirmed with
our clerk of course, along with your meet entry fee
payment. She will then remit payment as a team to
the meet committee.

One important thing to note is that the Novice,
Reserve, and Champ meets are really considered
one big mega meet. For this meet series, each
swimmer is limited to swimming 3 individual
events throughout the whole series. This means
that if a swimmer has 2 champ times, 1 reserve
time, and 2 novice times, the swimmer should swim
only the reserve event and the 2 champ events. If
the swimmer swam 2 events at the novice meet,
he/she would only have 1 event left that he/she
could swim.

If a swimmer swims an individual event at the
novice meet and earns a champ or reserve time in
that event, the swimmer may swim it again at the
reserve or champ meet.

The clerk of course or your child’s coach can
provide additional information as it pertains to your
swimmer's times. This year the Championship Meet
Series will be held on Saturday June 28 and
Sunday June 29. The Novice meet will be on
Saturday morning, the Reserve Meet on Saturday
afternoon, and the Champ meet on Sunday.
Please see the link to the champ meet information
that is posted on our website.

Whether or not your swimmers chose to swim in
this meet is up to you. It is actually a unique
experience to go and see swimmers from all 20
teams in one place.

Champ Meet relays

There are two relays [medley and freestyle] per
team for each gender and age group at the
Championship Meet. There are no relays at the
Novice or Reserve Meets. Championship relay
participants are picked from the available
swimmers by the software program used to prepare
our team'’s entries for the meet. If the first swimmer
selected will not be available, the first alternate will
be asked to replace them. If the first alternate will
not be available, then the second alternate will be
asked to swim of the relay. This process will
continue until all relays are completed. Please note
that any times earned at the Last Chance Meet will
not be used for relay calculations. Only the times
from the 5 regular season meets will be considered.

Please note that a swimmer does not have to have
a champ time to swim in a champ meet relay. For
our team, most relays will not have 4 champ time
swimmers in them, but some will. 1t will completely
depend upon the best possible time combinations
that the computer can put together.



This year the meet is scheduled for Monday, June 23 at
6:30 in the evening with warm-ups starting at 5 pm. You
can enter this meet by registering on-deck ($5 per entry)
from 4-5:00 pm the day of the meet at the meet location
(Galena Park ISD Natatorium15027 Wallisville Rd.
Houston, TX. 77015). If you plan to attend, get there
right at 4 pm if possible, because a lot of people will
be trying to register their kids too . Also, please note
that the meet will take a fairly long time.

CHAMP SERIES

In an effort to answer questions re eligibility the three
sessions of the Champ Meet Series - i.e., novaserve and
champ - the following dissertation is offered.

OVERALL ELIGIBILITY

To participate in the Championship Meet Seriesyimser
must have competed in at least two regular-sea&#1.C
meets for the team by whom he is entered; andttials do
not count as a regular-season meet for this purpose
additionally, a swimmer must have been on his teamalster
roster at least two meets prior to the start oiChampionship
Meet Series.

12-UNDER AGE GROUP SWIMMERS

A swimmer in age groups through age 11-12, NOTravi
achieved a reserve time for an event, is eligiblewim in the
Novice Meet in that event subject to the "threa\iiddial
events" rule described later.

A reserve time in an event qualifies a swimmemorsin the
Reserve Meet for that event, subject to the "thrdvidual
events" rule.

A champ time in an event qualifies a swimmer tansun the
Champ Meet in that event, subject to the "threeviddal
events" rule.

13-&-OLDER AGE GROUP SWIMMERS
Swimmers in 13-&-older age groups MAY NOT swim lret
Novice Meet. All 13-&-older swimmers aseitomatically
eligible for the Reserve Meet for an event if theye not
achieved a champ time in that event, subject tdttiree
individual events" rule. There are, therefore, nblished
reserve times for 13-&-older swimmers. Swimmerns eater
the Reserve Meet with an "NT" [no time] for an evpre.,
they did not even swim the event during the regular
season].

A champ time in an event qualifies a swimmer tansun the
Champ Meet in that event, subject to the "threeviddal
events" rule.

6-UNDER SWIMMERS
During the Championship Meet Series, swimmers whans
in the 6-&- under category during the season wiihs in 8-

&-under event categories. There are no separateufieler
events at the Novice, Reserve or Champ Meets. Gdens
must meet 8-&-under qualifying times.

RELAYS
There are no relay events at the Novice or Reddpsts for
any age groups.

INDIVIDUAL EVENT LIMITATION

The "three individual events" rule states that arswer may
only swim a total of three individual events durthgentire
Champ Meet Series [plus two relays], which encorseathe
novice session [a.k.a. the Novice Meet], the reseession
[a.k.a. the Reserve Meet] and the champ sessika[¢he
Champ Meet]The entire series of three sessions is
considered ONE 3-session meet, with overall meet
participation limitations.

AN EXCEPTIONUT1o this rule is allowed if, while
swimming in either the novice or reserve sessiarssyimmer
equals or betters an event's qualifying time fersiibsequent
meet. In this case, the swimmer may enter shate evenin
thesubsequentmeetwithout being charged with entering
another individual event.

For example, 10-year old Johnny enters the NovieetMith
NT's in the 50 free [event 32], 50 backstroke [¢vkt] and 50
breast [event 54] events. But he did meet the dvehamp
Meet Series participation eligibility requiremeibts
swimming in at least two meets during the

season [in other events] and was on his team'ssmaster at
least two meets prior to the Champ Meet Seriesidphlso
wanted to swim the 50 fly [event 64] for which Hecshad an
NT, in the Novice Meet, but he can only swim thegents in
the Novice Meet, so he chooses to forego the 5fflyhe
entire 3-session series.

Johnny swims events 32, 44 and 54 in the Novicet ldieé
makes a reserve time in each evéfg.can now also enter
the Reserve Meet and must swim the sanevent numbers
32, 44 and 54

Johnny does indeed enter the Reserve Meet in the sgents
32, 44and 54 and makes a champ time in each evirgs.
He can now also enter the Champ Meet and must swithe
sameevent numbers 32, 44 and 54.

But Johnny suddenly remembers that he actually [Tdize a
champ time in the 50 fly and wants to now swim titethe
Champ Meet instead of the 50 free for which he justlified
in the Reserve Meet. Sorry, he's out of Iudk.has locked
himself into the three events he has been swimmiradj
series He should have only swum two of the other three
events for which he had NT.

Thus, in this highly unlikely but possible scenario
he can legally swimlINE total individual events in
the series, but only themeevents each meet.
